So, our commitment is to bring our training
to you - by distance, on-line, facilitation and other flexible modes of delivery.

At Undergraduate level, each ACOM subject comprises 4 key components —
Study Packages, Assessment, Ministry Placements and Facilitations.

Our Study Packages bring our training to you. The Package for each subject
includes an Introduction Book, Study Book, Readers, and occasionally a
separate text book.

Practical, Mission focussed and life related. Assessments enable you to apply
your learning to your local situation and current ministry involvement.

All ACOM subijects require you to complete 51 hours of practical ministry in
a setting of your choosing with an experienced coach assisting you to apply
what you have been learning to your ministry.

Through a variety of discussions, simulations, debates and other engaging
educational methodologies, students are able to integrate their learning into
both their lives and their ministries.
